with Jewish Family Service to create what we hope will be an oasis of care,” said Joan Alexander. 
She continued, “When Stanford and I read the JFS Task Force’s statistics and reviewed the 
documentation, we felt we were looking at a viable response to a growing and unfilled need. With 
both the Federation and Jewish Family Service as partners, we are confident that this will be a 
coordinated effort throughout the community. Placing the Alexander Institute at Jewish Family 
Service seems a natural fit for the dedication and professional skills that we sought in a partner, 
as well as the compassion and warmth we want people to experience when they contact the 
Institute for advice, information or help.”	

Although the Jewish Family Service Alexander Institute will be flexible in its approach, the 
Institute will offer and maintain the following core programs and services: information and/or 
referral for evaluation and assessment, education, and social and cultural arts programs; referral 
or therapy for mental illness or help with emotional issues; resource and referral on legal issues, 
financial planning, medical insurance, government resources and advocacy; professional delivery 
of behavior intervention, counseling, employment assistance and educational seminars. 	

Other programs and services will be added as needs are identified and funding becomes 
available. They may include planning for respite care and service; collaboration with local or 
national entities to facilitate the establishment of new education and lifestyle programs, social 
programs, and planning and facilitation of residential facilities or resources for the target population. 
The Institute may collaborate with other agencies and medical institutions to work on research 
projects or to offer training programs in related fields. 	

Stanford Alexander commented, “The possibilities are endless. It is our hope that the 
community will embrace this effort and make this a much larger endeavor with their personal 
involvement and by providing future funding. The Institute has all the promise of becoming a 
model for the whole country.”	

The Institute will be developed in 
phases. The first phase will include gathering 
additional data about community needs, 
followed by an employment program for adults 
with special needs, a support group for young 
adults, and hiring an information and referral 
specialist. Clearly, the first step —identifying 
family and individual needs—is critical to the 
successful development of the Institute. “To 
assist the Alexander Institute in gathering this 
important data, congregations throughout the 
area graciously agreed to have a confidential 
questionnaire placed in every seat for Rosh 
Hashanah or Yom Kippur services,” said 
Burger. “This is a pre-addressed, postage-paid 
form that allows families to self-identify and 
to tell us what would help them the most. 
Individuals or family members may also
access the Confidential Questionnaire on
the Jewish Family Service website at
www.jfshouston.org, or they may call JFS
at 713-667-9336 and ask to speak with
Jody Mizrachi, a member of the Alexander 
Institute team.”

It seems fitting to me that this edition 
of Mishpacha reaches households in 
November.  This is a month where we 
all pause to offer thanksgiving for the 
many blessings that are bestowed upon 
us.  For me, it is a particular time of 
reflection and gratitude to serve you in 
this capacity at Jewish Family Service.  
As my two year anniversary approaches, 
I am grateful to the leadership, board, 
donors, volunteers and staff for having 
faith in my ability to serve in this role.  I am appreciative for the 
opportunity to shape and mold our agency
as we move into the next phase of our development. 	

Under the leadership of our three-term president, Larry 
Reader, the board has grown to thirty-three members and we now 
have more people who want to serve on the board than we have 
slots to fill.  Our staff has dealt with waiting lists for the first time 
in our agency’s history.  Volunteers have stepped forward providing 
hundreds of hours of service to help the agency develop and deliver 
new services in the community.  Dedicated volunteers helped us to 
successfully launch the Jewish Family Service Hospice Parachaplain 
Program, the Special Needs Task Force and Residential Committee, 
and the Volunteer Guild—just to name a few of the significant 
developments.	

We have donors who have provided major funding for new 
programs such as the JFS Alexander Institute and others who have 
helped us meet the growing need for financial aid and increased 
counseling services.	

Thanks to the generosity of this community, we are able to 
provide comfort, solace, support, education, financial aid, crisis 
intervention and so much more for our vulnerable Jewish and general 
community.  Vulnerable does not necessarily mean poor but often 
refers to a broken individual or family who needs the support of a 
caring community.  As you would expect, our doors are open to 
those with tremendous financial need. We are also gratified that 
those who can afford to pay also utilize our mental health services 
and our senior adult services. We are blessed by professionals who 
are experts in their fields.	

Speaking of our clients, I am reminded of a letter that I recently 
received from a client. She mentioned that the financial aid she 
received during her time of extreme difficulties made the difference 
between “being homeless and having shelter; between starving and 
having food.” What a blessing that our community was able to
provide for her during that unexpected period in her life.   	

Perhaps you remember the Loren Eisley story of the young 
boy dancing on the beach off in the distance?  As the observer 
approached he realized that the boy was not dancing rather he was 
bending down, picking up a starfish and running toward the water 
where he would fling the starfish back into the water.  The observer 
noticed that there were hundreds of starfish lining the beach and 
that the exercise was futile.  He pointed this out to the young man 
who stopped for a brief moment, looked at the starfish in his hand
and quickly noted,  “It makes a difference to this one.” 	

In closing, I want to thank you for making a difference in so 
many lives.  Whether you trust us with your problems or provide 
donations so that we can be of assistance to others, you make a 
tremendous difference in lives every day.

The program is designed for those who have special needs 
and require a gentle hand to guide them through the process 
of finding and maintaining a job.

Services include job placement, job coaching and job retention 
skills. Individuals will receive customized programs to best 
fit their needs and abilities.

	Following the establishment of the Sterling Survivors Fund and a meeting with community 
members of the Holocaust Survivors and Second Generation, JFS has begun working with Holocaust 
survivors in the Greater Houston Jewish community to disburse the newly available funds.	

In memory of Lillie and Dan Sterling, the fund is to be used to assist low income Holocaust 
survivors. “We have already begun distribution of funds to local survivors who have been identified 
as needing additional assistance to pay their monthly bills,” explained JFS Senior Adult Department 
staff member Leah Mueller, LBSW, who is coordinating the effort.	

Explaining the desire of the donors, Jay Epstein, a trustee of the Sterling Family Foundation, 
said, “Lillie and Dan were a modest community-minded couple whose lives were dedicated to 
helping people in need. It was their desire to help seniors such as those who had suffered through 
the Holocaust years, to now live in dignity and comfort.”	

When the trustees of the Sterling Family Foundation 
determined that helping this population would properly fulfill the 
mission of the donors, they were pleased to learn that their 
contribution was eligible for matching funds from two foundations 
with related concerns. The Humanitarian Aid Foundation stepped 
forward with a matching grant focused on helping increase the level of monthly stipends to survivors. 
In addition, the Harry and Jeanette Weinberg Foundation of Baltimore, in collaboration with the 
Jewish Funders Network, created a matching grants program to help lower income seniors avoid 
the particular difficulties related to living in poverty. 	

Jewish Family Service has been responsible for processing survivors’ payments from the 
Conference on Jewish Material Claims Against Germany, but the funds were extremely limited. 
With the establishment of the Sterling Survivors Fund, and the resources provided by the 
Humanitarian Aid Foundation and the Weinberg Foundation, survivors have a greater ability to 
receive monetary assistance for a variety of expenses. Mueller continued, “We are prepared, for

instance, through the fund, to assist survivors who get caught with prescription 
costs because of the donut hole in the Medicare prescription plan.” Muller 
explained that funds would also address ongoing basic living needs as well as 
emergency expenses. 	

All discussions with survivors or their family members will be held with 
complete confidentiality. 	

Ruth Sherman, LBSW, member of the JFS Senior Adult Department, is 
also available to assist Holocaust survivors with this funding. For assistance from 
the Sterling Survivors Fund contact Mueller or Sherman at JFS, 713-667-9336.

By 
partnering with the local hospice agencies 
of Houston, all Jews, no matter what their 
level of affiliation, can receive Jewish 
spiritual care at the most sacred time of 
life—end of life. 	

Hope Lipnick, MA, LPC, CHTP, 
Director of Jewish Chaplaincy at the Texas 
Medical Center, explained the new 
Hospice Parachaplains as registered 
volunteers of Jewish Family Service who have attended 40 hours of 
training. These sessions include exploration of the volunteers’ own feelings 
about death and dying; physical, emotional and spiritual issues related to 
dying; hospital, nursing home and community agency systems; advance 
directives; discussion of self-care and Jewish spiritual and religious beliefs 
and practices at the end of life. 	

“The Parachaplains are encouraged to be as creative as possible in 
relating to patients and their families. The Jewish Parachaplains and 
patients may talk together, read together, listen to music together and 
affirm their Jewish faith and practice together. They become compassionate 
companions of the patient and their family by just sitting quietly, sometimes 
reading, playing music or just holding a hand,” Lipnick stated. 	

The Hospice program is available at the request of Jewish patients 
and their families and will provide a Jewish presence, pastoral care and 
support in a Jewish context. This free program is part of the Houston 
Jewish Chaplaincy Program of Jewish Family Service in partnership with 
the Jewish Federation of Greater Houston.

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The Jewish Family Service Alexander Institute announces an innovative 
program designed within a Jewish framework to assist those with special needs. 
“We are moving forward with the initial stage of the Institute thanks to Joan and 
Stanford Alexander who immediately recognized this essential need of our 
community” commented Linda Burger, JFS Director on the inauguration of the 
program.  JFS has been studying the lack of opportunity that those with various 
disabilities face in seeking rewarding and meaningful vocational opportunities for 
the past year before launching the Institute. Customized evaluation and vocational 
development will be one of the first programs of the JFS Alexander Institute.  

Customized employment is a process in which the counselor takes the time 
to get to know each individual and assess his or her skills and abilities, while taking 
into account the client’s hopes and dreams.  As appropriate, the counselor will 
then seek to locate a fit for both the client and the employer.  The support continues 
with group sessions, life skills workshops and liaison with the employer and 
supervisors in the workplace.  It is a very holistic approach providing support from 
beginning to end.   

The employment program aims to improve the lives of those with various 
disabilities, including mental illness, developmental and functional problems. “The 
opportunity to be able to join the workforce means so much to individuals with 
disabilities,” concludes JFS Employment Services Task Force Chair Stephen 
Rosenbloom, “including a greater degree of self sufficiency, opportunity for social 
interaction, and most importantly to provide a sense of self worth by being a 
contributing member of society.”  

Additionally, there are many benefits for employers who provide job 
opportunities to those with special needs.  Some of these benefits include having 
dedicated, capable and loyal employees who value coming to work, as well as 
demonstrating a company’s commitment to community.  Jody Mizrachi, 
Rehabilitation Counselor, relates, “As one employer found after hiring a person 
with special needs, the staff felt a sense of community pride.” An early employer 
in the start-up of the program, Glenda Regenbaum, President and COO of 
Association Management Inc. relates “The results of our hire were so rewarding. 
I received numerous emails from my staff saying that they were so proud to be 
working for a company who hires people with disabilities.”   Benefits to employers 
are broad as pointed out by the Office of Disability Employment Policy (ODEP), 
in that there are a variety of tax benefits offered by the federal government when 
hiring employees with disabilities.
