Continuation of Chaplaincy Program for 10 Years

Ihe Jewish Chaplaincy Program, a partnership of Jewish
Family Service and the Jewish Federation of Greater
Houston, now has the funding it needs to continue through
2021, thanks to generous gifts from Velva G. & H. Fred Levine
and Dolores Wilkenfeld of a combined $1.5 million.

Founded in 1965, the program provides a lay chaplain
and volunteer visitors to Jewish patients at several Houston
hospitals. A corps of 21 volunteers help make patients and
their families feel welcome through warm, caring visits and
by providing Shabbat and holiday gifts, encouraging messages
and other items.

“The community’s Jewish Chaplaincy Program is one of the
jewels in the crown of our city. We are indebted to Velva and
Fred and Dolores for ensuring that service to Jewish patients
and their families will continue to flourish,” said JES CEO
Linda Burger. “There are no words to adequately express our appreciation.”

“The Chaplaincy Program is a vital activity of our community in providing care and solace to residents and
non-residents when they have been hospitalized,” said Federation Board Chair Leonard Goldstein. “This gracious
gift by Velva and Fred Levine and Dolores Wilkenfeld will guarantee the community can provide this service for a
number of years. We all owe them a deep debt of gratitude for their wonderful contribution to our community.”

“The Chaplaincy Program provides comfort and strength to members of our community during their most
vulnerable times and it has too long been without a stable funding source,” said Federation President & CEO Lee
Waunsch. “The tremendous generosity of Velva G. & H. Fred Levine and Dolores Wilkenfeld will allow this program
to continue for the next 10 years, allowing us time to raise the funds to support it in perpetuity.”

Wilkenfeld, one of the founders of the program, said she was inspired by the Levines’ generosity to make her
gift. “I feel very blessed that I am able to do this,” Wilkenfeld said. “We hope our gifts will motivate and inspire

Oneyearintomy
presidency and there
is a lot on my mind.
We started the year
reviewing  strategic
goals for the agency
and looking ahead
to the next five years.
That review process
reminded us of the
importance of helping
to provide a safety net for the community and,
with your help, the help of United Way and the
Jewish Federation of Greater Houston, we
have been doing just that.

Lives have changed. This past year, the
work of JFS staff and volunteers has directly
impacted 15,000 individuals and families. JFS
made a difference by providing basic financial
assistance to families in need and by helping
individuals find jobs. We have continued
offering confidential counseling to families
and children during these difficult times. We
have provided Jewish Chaplaincy services to
Texas Medical Center hospital patients. We
have worked with individuals and families to
ease the burdens that often accompany the
aging process, including loss of independence
due to physical or economic changes. JFS
professionals and volunteers have worked
with adults with disabilities, enhancing life and
social skills and providing work opportunities.
Our professional staff continues to lead the
community on issues like advocacy, mental
health, inclusion of people with disabilities,
bullying and  continuing  professional
development.

These are all great accomplishments,
but my vision for JFS includes more. We need
to make sure that senior members of our
community know that they are not alone and
that our community cares. We need to continue
to offer services to those seniors who want to
stay in their homes and remain independent.
Resources for senior adult services are not
growing as quickly as the needs of this deserving
population. My wish list includes establishing
a network of pro-bono medical and legal
providers so that those without resources have
access to quality professional care something
vital in today’s society. I imagine establishing a
community residential facility for Jewish adults
with disabilities so that they, with supportive
services, can live more independently. Finally,
I would like to see our agency update to more
current technology so that our professionals
can continue and expand their great work with
greater ease and efficiency.

No report to you would be complete
without a note on the new allocation process
at the Jewish Federation of Greater Houston.
As I write this, we are learning about a new
process by which agencies like JFS will work
with the Federation. We are optimistic that
proposed changes will help JFS continue its
mission to provide Light, Hope and Help to
families in our community. During this time of
transition, I pledge that we will work tirelessly
to ensure that the essential services necessary
to provide a safety net for our community will
continue. Thanks to each of you for the help
you have provided during this last year, and
may we continue - together - to make a positive
difference in the lives of the most vulnerable of
our community.

other people to provide support and, hopefully, extend
the length and quality of the program,” Wilkenfeld
added.

Velva Levine said she knows how important
the Chaplaincy Program is as she has experienced it
firsthand. “When I was in the hospital last year, I loved
the visits and the Shabbat Box. I've also had several
friends come into town, and they just rave about the
Chaplaincy Program and what it did for them. No other
community does it the way we do,” she said.

“This is one of the best things our city does, and
we’re more than thrilled to be able to join with Dolores
to support it,” Fred Levine said.

Livingston Kosberg, who has helped provide and
raise funds to keep the program going for the past
three years, said, “I’ve always maintained an interest
in the Chaplaincy Program succeeding and I am really
pleased that Velva and Fred Levine and Dolores
Wilkenfeld stepped up. Hopefully, in the next 10 years
there will be other means of support, which will allow
the program to continue well beyond that timeframe.’

The program began as a way to comfort Jewish
patients who traveled to Houston for treatment in
the Texas Medical Center, but did not have friends
or family here. At first, it was mainly for patients who
went to St. Luke’s Episcopal and Methodist Hospitals
to see cardiac surgeons Drs. Denton Cooley and
Michael DeBakey.

Wilkenfeld and Betty Klein %", both Emanu EI
congregants, approached the Federation, known
then as the Jewish Community Council, to set up a
Hospital Visitation Committee as a community-wide
volunteer group. This program evolved into the Jewish
Chaplaincy Program which continued for many years
with a part-time rabbi and volunteers.

Approximately 10 years ago, with an increased
demand for services at M.D. Anderson Cancer Center,
Hope Lipnick, MA, LPC, CHTP, who trained at
Anderson, was engaged as a Jewish chaplain overseeing
the program that operated through Jewish Family
Service. In recent years, the Chaplaincy Program has
added Hospice spiritual care to the program

designated as the provider of Jewish spiritual care

at M.D. Anderson and several other area hospitals.
Lipnick is the Jewish Denominational Coordinator
at M.D. Anderson Cancer Center and Director of the
Jewish Chaplaincy Program.

“The primary purpose is to provide empathetic
listening, emotional and spiritual support,
encouragement and hope during a time of stress,
change or crisis...not only for the patient, but for
family members as well,” Lipnick said. In addition,

patients and their families are connected to community
resources for their particular needs during treatment
and afterwards.

I had a really
hard time writing my
column this time, and
I couldn’t understand
why. I discovered
that one reason for
my struggle was that
there was too much
to tell you - too
much happening at
Jewish Family Service,
and everything was important!

All of our departments are busy almost
beyond capacity. Although that it is a good
thing, it also means that people in our
community are hurting and are turning to
JES for help. One person recently sent me
the following note: “I cannot imagine how
lonely a place this world would be for so many
members of our community, me included,
without JFS.”” As JFS turns ninety-eight
years old in 2011, the agency is well-placed
and well-seasoned to provide that support.

Internally, we are repositioning some
of our departments to better serve the
community. In September, 2006, the vision
and generosity of the Stanford and Joan
Alexander Foundation, in collaboration with
the Jewish Federation of Greater Houston,
provided funding support that enabled JFS to
create the JFS Alexander Institute for Jewish
People with Special Needs. Now, but four years
later, the JES family of services has a complete
Department of Disability Services of which
the JFS Alexander Institute was the catalyst.

This change reflects the commitment
by the JFS board that service to families
with disabilities in our community is core
to our mission. The JFS Alexander Institute
will remain within the Disability Services
Department as a convener of Jewish
community service providers; as a place
where new ideas can be incubated and
piloted; and, as a national model for Jewish
services and programs for this population.

The economy continues to challenge
families in our community. With appreciation
to the Jewish Federation of Greater Houston
and its Emergency Assistance Fund, JFS
has provided more than 13,000 hours of
employment training, programs and placement.

This issue of Mishpacha is replete
with examples of how JFS staff, leadership,
volunteers and donors help individuals and
families seeking new beginnings. Whether it is
an individual or a family starting over; an adult
child helping an aging parent begin a new
phase of life; a young adult with a disability
transitioning from high school looking for
meaningful employment or a social life; a
volunteer seeking to make a difference; a
patient looking for encouragement and hope;
donors strengthening and shaping the future;
or leaders navigating the agency through
uncertain times, JFS is present and committed.
Elie Wiesel said, “When God created us, God
gave Adam a secret--and that secret was
not how to begin, but how to begin again.”

The statement applies to everything
that happens at Jewish Family Service, and it
reminds me that all of us have the capacity to
begin again. Thank you for joining us in this
sacred responsibility to care: one for the other.

New Ruling For Ghetto Pensions Apply to Holocaust Survivors

Houston Holocaust survivors have received letters advising them of
recent changes in German law regarding a pension for voluntary work
performed in a ghetto.

With the assistance of JFS Senior Adult Department caseworkers
Leah Mueller, LBSW and Ruth Sherman, LBSW, two pro-bono
attorneys— FEllyn Haikin Josef of Vinson & Elkins and Elizabeth Black
Berry of Weil, Gotshal & Manges, LLP—began work on applications
needed to be filed by Holocaust survivors under this new regulation.

Mueller explained the letter from the Holocaust Survivors Justice
Network ZRBG Pension Project stated: As a result of changes in
German law, Holocaust survivors who performed voluntary work in a

New Year’s Resolution to Help JFS

If you are age 70% or older, you may make a gift of up to $100,000 per year to Jewish Family Service from
your traditional IRA with no federal income tax impact, and your gift will be counted toward meeting your
annual RMD (Required Minimum Distribution).

You may elect to make a qualified rollover Contribution for the 2011 tax year by December 31, 2011.

To obtain this benefit, you must instruct your IRA administrator to transfer funds directly to Jewish Family
Service. If you withdraw the funds from your IRA and then contribute them, your withdrawal will be taxable
to you. It should be noted that those who choose to take advantage of this provision will avoid federal income
taxes on the funds removed from their IRA accounts, but may not take a charitable contribution for the same

contribution.

The IRA charitable rollover provision was included as part of the newly enacted Tax Relief, Unemploymen
Insurance Reauthorization, and Job Creation Act of 2010, in which Congress extended a provision that permits
you to use your IRA to help you achieve your philanthropic goals.
